[bookmark: _GoBack]Narrator: This shows you how to use the TOXMAP chemical search feature.

TOXMAP uses maps of the United States and Canada to show the amounts and locations of toxic chemicals released into the environment, as well as the location of hazardous waste sites.

In this example, we will search a specific geographic area for benzene chemical releases and hazardous waste sites that contain benzene.

Text and links at the top of the window tell you about TOXMAP and its data.  

Start by selecting “Search US TRI and Superfund NPL,” which is next to the binoculars icon.  

Then press “Go.”

This is the Search window.  

You can search TRI and Superfund data individually or together. 

Mouse over the names of each dataset for a short description.  

For this example, we’ll search both datasets.  

In the Chemical Name field, type “benzene.” 

matching chemical names as you type.  

This helps you find the desired chemical even if you don’t know the correct spelling. 

Select “benzene” from the list, choose the year 2006, the state of California, and then click the Search button.

TOXMAP displays a map of California with colored circles that represent benzene chemical releases by a facility at that location.  

The size and color of each colored circle indicate the relative size of each release of benzene by a facility at that location.  

The larger red circles mean more benzene was released there in 2006 than at the smaller, yellow circles.  

The map also shows red and white squares and diamonds that represent hazardous waste sites that contain benzene.  

There is other geographic data on the map, such as white circles for cities, orange lines for roads, and so on.

TOXMAP displays your search results in a table to the right of the map.  

All facilities that released benzene in California in 2006 are listed, ordered by the amount of benzene they released.  

The largest releases are at the top of the table.

As you mouse over facility names in the results table, the circle on the map corresponding to that facility is highlighted.  

Click on a facility in the table or the circle on the map for more information about the facility and the amount of benzene it released in 2006.

Reverse the order of the list by clicking on the table’s column headers.

Release ranges for each color are shown in the legend above the table.  

To see release amounts for each range, mouse over the icons in the legend.

Notice the two tabs near the top of the Search Results side panel. 

Click on the Superfund results tab for an alphabetical list of Superfund hazardous waste sites that contain benzene.

As shown before, move the mouse along the table to highlight results on the map, and click a site name or square on the map to see details about the Superfund site.

Mouse over the text in the legend for an explanation of each Superfund icon represented on the map.

To change your search, click “Edit Search” in the upper-right corner of the Search Results panel, or from the Map Contents side panel.

Let’s say we want to see facilities that released any chemical– not just those that released benzene. 

Select the TRI dataset and erase the chemical name.  

Click “Search” and TOXMAP displays blue squares showing the top 1000 facilities that released any chemical in California, not just benzene.

You can hide the Search Results side panel to allow more space for the map by clicking on the window’s Hide icon.  

This is especially important if you’re using a monitor set at a lower screen resolution.  
	
Click on the gray bar to restore the Search Results side panel.

As you use TOXMAP, keep in mind that the "Welcome" icon in the upper right of the screen returns you to the Welcome window but keeps your current map intact.

The "Start Over" button begins a new TOXMAP session and clears all searches.

At any time, you can click the Home icon to return to the TOXMAP home page.
